MUSEUMS 
The Perry and Morrice area boasts two fine points of 
interest from a historical sense.  McQueen House in 
downtown Perry is preserved in vintage condition, full of 
memorabilia and antique furniture, dishes, household 
goods, etc.  Mike Holder’s John Deere Tractor Museum, 
with all related items, is in the area and available for 
tours by private arrangement.  Nearby are Impression 
Five Museum, Kresge Art Museum, Curwood Castle and 
the Henry Ford Museum in Greenfield Village.

Perry and Morrice are served by two excellent K-12 pub-
lic school systems.  The Perry and Morrice school sys-
tems offer a broad range of educational and athletic op-
portunities.

PUBLIC SERVICES 
Perry and Morrice are thriving because it offers the 
lowest property taxes in the Greater Lansing area as 
well as an abundance of affordable housing. 
 
Perry and Morrice are serviced by the Perry Area Fire 
Rescue, with two stations, one in Perry and one in 
Morrice.  Perry and Morrice each have their own local 
police department, and the County Sheriff and State 
Police posts within 15 miles of the area. 
 
TDS Telephone Company offers a state-of-the-art 
fiber optic system with local calling service to the 
Greater Lansing Area. 
 
RECREATIONAL OPPORTUNITES 
The southwest corner of Shiawassee County offers 
many opportunities for outdoor recreation.  Fishing in 
the many small rivers and lakes offer bass, pike and 
pan fish for the sportsman.  Hunting in season offers 
a full schedule of geese, waterfowl, pheasant, quail, 
and woodcock. In the scattered woodlots abound 
deer, squirrel and rabbits.  There are also excellent 
opportunities for boating, canoeing, hiking and camp-
ing.  Sleepy Hollow State Park, Rose Lake Recrea-
tion Area and the Shiawassee National Wildlife Ref-
uge are all nearby.  Winter sports include snowmobi-
ling, and downhill and cross-country skiing.  The 
Great Lakes are close by too. 
 
SPECTATOR SPORTS 
There are many professional, college, and amateur 
sporting events nearby.  Professional baseball, 
hockey, football, and basketball are within easy reach 
in the Detroit area.  At nearby Ann Arbor and East 
Lansing are major college big-ten conference football, 
baseball, basketball, and hockey, not to mention the 
minor sport’s categories.  Smaller colleges such as 
Baker and Lansing Community College all offer 
sports programs with spectator participation.
